Vulkanox ZMB, the subject product, is a non-staining antioxidant used primarily for heat-resi stant
thiuram-cured rubber goods. It can be used on white, colored or transparent goods and may have a
brightening effect. The subject product is used in the production of technical rubber components for the
automotive industry.

The subject compound is imported from Belgium. There are no other known U.S. importers; however,
competitive products are imported from Japan. There is no known U.S. production of Vulkanox ZMB.
