Owing to its resistance to temperatures over 250° C, this product has no domestically-produced
competition. The product can be made in colors that vary from a blue-shade to mid-shade organic red
and is used in higher-temperature plastics applications where the heat resistance of other organic redsis
not adequate.  The product is imported from Germany.
